INTERDISTRICT TRANSFER PROCDURES (Transfers between Districts)
Transfers into Moorpark:

Parents/Guardians of pupils who do not live within MUSD, but wish to have their child attend a school in Moorpark, must first obtain approval from their district of residence.   No district can guarantee approval of Interdistrict Transfers.  All interdistrict transfers must be renewed annually.  If either the selected district or the home district denies the transfer request, the parent/guardian may appeal the decision to the County Board of Education.  There are specific timelines in the law for filing an appeal and for the County Board of Education to make a decision.  The Moorpark Unified School District will not provide transportation to a pupil who transfers to MUSD from another district.

Transfers out of Moorpark:

Parents/Guardians of pupils who live within the Moorpark Unified School District boundaries may apply to have their child attend other school districts in the area on an Interdistrict Transfer.  Parents must initiate the requests by first contacting the Moorpark School District, located at 5297 Maureen Lane in Moorpark.   Once MUSD’s approval is obtained, the transfer request will be forwarded to the desired district for approval.  All interdistrict transfers must be renewed annually.  MUSD will not provide transportation to a pupil who transfers out of the Moorpark Unified School District.

INTRADISTRICT TRANSFER PROCEDURES (Transfers between MUSD Schools)

For kindergarten through 5th grade transfers:

Parents/Guardians may apply to have their child attend a different school (for the next school year) than their school of residence, by submitting a Schools of Distinction application to your school of residence during the January-February enrollment period each year.  You will be notified of the status of your request in May.
For 6th through 8th grade transfers:

Parents/Guardians may request a different middle school (for the next school year) than their school of residence, by submitting a Parental Choice transfer to your school of residence during the January-February enrollment period each year.  Please note that Parental Choice transfers at the middle school level are approved on a case by case basis involving highly selective criteria.  You will be notified of the status of your request in May.
